Item 6.B.2 - South Pleasanton Hills Resource Conservation Study Cont.

March 10, 2010 the Land Conservation Committee meet and discussed the land south of
Pleasanton which TVC designated as a priority area and the previous proposal to
complete a Resource Conservation Study that the BOD had previously approved.

June 8, 2010 ballot is to include the Oak Grove Development allowing the Pleasanton
community to resolve this issue. The LCC concluded that TVC should be ready to
proceed with the Resource Conservation Study after the election so that TVC will know
what conservation values are in this area.

Staff has sent out an updated Request for Proposal (RFP) to four different organizations
including Nomad. Bids are to be submitted by April 23, 2010. These bids will be
presented to the LCC May 12, 2010 for selection review then their recommendation will
be presented to the TVC BOD.

This Conservation Resource Study will allow TVC to:
1. Gain a better understanding of the current environmental and resource
conditions for these four parcels.
2. Enhance and expand TVC’s maps within the South Pleasanton area
3. Provide guidance to City of Pleasanton for future South Pleasanton planning.

4. Utilize the study as a tool to work with willing landowners, City of Pleasanton and
other interested parties to protect the natural resources

5. Analyze corridors between public and privately protected lands
Increase public outreach and education.
7. Assist with future baselines
